
GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION SYSTEMS 

The Pike County Planning Office utilizes GIS for 

numerous planning tasks. The professional planning 

staff use GIS to assist municipalities, implement the 

County Open Space Plan, show trends and data, 

and to create visual aids for presentations. The 

planning office creates maps by layering data to 

reach the final product. Combining several data 

layers, staff can create a diversity of detailed 

mapping which can be used as a valuable tool for 

planning or education. 

In addition to the mapping included in this Annual 

Report, the planning staff has produced many maps 

to coincide with various projects. GIS is used for the 

SRCP and ALP Preservation programs, the NHI 

update, Open Space implementation, plan reviews, 

zoning mapping, transportation, and the SLEUTH 

Growth Model.  

The Planning Office staff are actively involved in the 

Upper Delaware GIS Users Group which is looking 

at a regional approach to mapping and collecting 

data. As 2009 ends and 2010 begins, look for the  

Planning Office’s release of a map detailing the 

county’s residential developments. 

Using GIS, the Planning Office was able to compile 

data on the residential developments in Pike County 

which contain 15 parcels or more. Total, there are 

192 subdivisions on the map containing  49,381 

parcels, covering 53,248 acres. Of the 49, 381 

parcels, 25,928 (52%)  are developed. Other data 

collected include water source, sewage treatment 

method, school district, recreational facilities, along 

with other facts. Questionnaires were sent to the 

developments seeking the information.  

 

About half of the developments returned our request 

for information. For the remaining developments, 

the data was collected from the Pike County GIS 

office data. For a more detailed version of this map 

which labels the developments, please see the 

Planning Office.
